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Application for the rate relief in respect of charities and other organisations

General information

Under the Local Government Finance Act 1988, the council can grant relief to charities and other organisations. The provisions

of these sections are briefly outlined below.

1. Mandatory relief of 80% of the non-domestic rate is given basically where:

a) premises are occupied and used for the charitable purposes by charities;
b) shops are occupied by charities.

2. Discretionary relief of up to 20% of the non-domestic rate may be given in addition to the mandatory relief mentioned
above, or up to the full amount of the non-domestic rate to certain other organisations which are not established or
conducted for profit. The granting of this relief is entirely at the discretion of the Council.
