Leader of Trafford Council Matt Colledge said: "The last producers market was a great start
for this regular event and by attracting more producers to the town this will hopefully give
people an insight into what great produce is on offer in the area. This weekend is a great
chance to get hold of some quality locally produced food to help make the holiday period a
little different this year and | would encourage everyone to take a look."
