The Bowling Green situated at Albert Place currently has limited value to the area. It provides neither a public amenity nor any aesthetic quality. The land is allocated in this Land Allocation Consultation as protected open space, however,
there is no longer a need for it to be used as a Bowling Green. The site is defined and concealed by a high brick and concrete wall and is in private ownership, therefore, it does not lend itself for use as a public park. This has created a
situation where the site is having a negative environmental impact on the character and quality of the area and is not, in its current state, providing any social or economic benefits to the residents of Altrincham.

There are no current or future needs for the site as a Bowling Green as John Leigh Park, which is within easy walking distance, approximately an 8 minute walk north of Albert Place, provides a site for Stamford Bowling Club and the Open
Space Needs Assessment 2009 identifies Altrincham as sufficient in open space provision. The Bowling Green is not mentioned in the list of sites providing the open space provision in Altrincham, therefore, its change of use would have a
negligible impact on open space provision. Given that there are a large number of alternative open spaces and usable bowling greens in the area, Policy OS4 could permit the loss of this allocation for open space, particularly if, as the policy
states, consideration is given to the quality of the open space and its value to the local area.

Furthermore, the Bowling Green and pavilion have been unused for over 10 years and have fallen into a state of disrepair. This is confirmed in the draft Conservation Area Appraisal for the Old Market Place which states that it is currently
‘unusable’. It also confirms that it is deteriorating and vacant and discusses it as a ‘Development Opportunity’. In line with Policy R1.3 of the Core Strategy, consideration should include the merits of any proposed (re)development on the
quality of the Conservation Area.

The redevelopment of this site would be a more sustainable and secure use of the site for the benefit of the wider community. It would bring it back into positive use to provide a sensitive housing scheme to meet the needs of local people.
This could be through either the provision of affordable or sheltered housing. This is in adherence with policy L1 and L2 of the Core Strategy. Alternatively, a mixed use scheme could be brought forwards to reintroduce some kind of leisure
or education facility on the site alongside sensitive residential development.
